Basic text for flyers

Outdated medications can be turned in to the pharmacy as chemical waste.
Paint brushes can be stored in a closed container with a little water or solvent. Water and brush cleaner used to clean brushes should be poured into a container and turned in as chemical waste.

Cleaning cloths are solid waste and not degradable, so they belong in the waste container.

Liquid frying fat can be poured back into its original container and disposed of in the waste container. Solid frying fat can be allowed to congeal, put into something like an empty milk container, and disposed of in the waste container. 
Everything you put down the drain in your sink or flush down the toilet winds up in a sewage line. In most cases, a sewage line is made for this purpose – but not in all cases. And that can be more harmful than you think. Fats congeal and cloths can pile up. At your home, this can lead to obstructions that can often be removed only by a plumber. 

But all kinds of problems can also develop further on in the form of jammed pumps and clogged grates. And it’s also difficult or even impossible to remove certain chemical substances like medications and paint from the water. All that wastewater will have to be treated so that it can safely be returned to the surface water: our rivers, lakes, drainage ditches and ponds. And, in the event of a sudden cloudburst (rain is also diverted into the sewage system) it’s even possible that hazardous substances can be returned to that same surface water.
